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Significance of intraocular pressure measurement for submission priority of out-patients with

acute headache
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[ Abstract 1Objective: To assess the significance of intraocular pressured measurement for timely submission of the out-patients with acute headache. Meth—
ods: One hundred and twenty patients suffering from acute headache or ophthalmalgia were equally randomized into observational group and control group.
Patients in the control group were submitted in conventional procedure and the those in the observational group were undergone initial intraocular pressure
measurement before submission. The two groups were compared regarding the accurate diagnosis. Results: Accurate diagnosis was 96.7 % in the observa—
tional group( only 3% of the patients complained about the mis-submission) and 71.1 % in the control group( complaint rate was 18.3%.) Conclusion:

Measurement of intraocular pressure can make accurate submission and diagnosis of out-patients with acute headache. Importantly it can have the patients

receive timely diagnosis as well as reduce the medical cost and dissatisfaction of patients.
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Effects of modified tube sealing technique on prevention of the vein detained needle from
blocking

[Abstract 1Objective: To assess the efficacy of a modified tube sealing technique in prevention of the venous retention needle from blocking and blood
backflow. Methods: The eligible patients were allocated to experimental group and control group( n =50 for each) . The experimental group underwent mod—
ified tube sealing technique and the control group conventional approach. The two groups were compared concerning the incidences of blood backflow and
blocked needle at the first and the second day of tube sealing. Results: The incidences of blood backflow and blocked tube were 0% ( 0/50) 98% (49/
50) and 0% (0/50) 12% ( 6/50) at the first day of tube sealing( P <0.01 P =0.03) and 0% (0/50) 100% (44/44) 2% (1/50) 20.5% (9/44)

at the second day( P <0.01) respectively for the experimental group and control group. The experimental group had significantly lower events of blocked
tube. Conclusion: The modified tube sealing operation can significantly reduce the incidence of blood backflow and blocked tube.
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
