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Application of bedside teaching mode based on CBL to clinical instruction of pediatrics

[ Abstract 1Objective : To assess the effectiveness of applying bedside teaching modality by case-based leaning(CBL) to clinical teaching of pediatrics for

evidence to reform conventional instructional mode in this discipline. Methods - Two classes were randomly selected from the students majoring in clinical

medicine enrolled in Wannan Medical College in 2012 and allocated to experimental class and controls. The control class was taught with traditional teach—

ing modality including topic study of the their curriculum by watching the video and internship in the ward with whole class whereas the experimental class

was offered CBL via bedside teaching. Results :Students in the experimental group scored higher than the controls in the final examination(P <0.05). E-

valuation on the teaching mode showed that bedside teaching based on CBL was in a position to motivate the students to learn and improve their ability to

solve real problems as well as update their medical humanities and professional skills (P < 0. 05). Conclusion: Bedside teaching based on CBL can be

fruitful for medical students in leaning pediatrics and is worthy of application to students majoring in clinical medicine or related medical studies.
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
